information. Academic achievement & financial situations will be a consideration.

Ride or Your Tribe. Volunteer hours can include selling Trail of Tears merchandise at other Native American
events or at the Trail of Tears Remembrance, assisting at powwows; however, just dancing or participating in
a powwow does not qualify. You must perform the volunteer hours within the year you received the
scholarship and provide documentation from a Trail of Tears board member or Tribal representation stating
that you have fulfilled your hours.

e Applicant must provide evidence of enrollment in a Federal or State recognized tribe or be able to verify 1/16
Native American heritage with a notarized statement from a Federal or State recognized tribe.

e Researching Your Heritage: Applicants are responsible for researching their own family
heritage. Genealogy research can be done at your local library.
